Poster Session

and interact with them. To allow for greater visibility, the posters will be exhibited until the
end of  the event  that  evening,  although presenters  are  not  required to  be present  in  the
exhibit room after 18:30 (you can choose to stay at your poster panel at your discretion). 

The poster should include the title of your presentation, your name and your institutional affiliation.
We suggest that you include a short text with clearly labelled photos, drawings or graphs, but feel
free to be as creative as you want!

It is useful to have handouts to give to conference participants. All materials must be prepared prior
to the conference because there will be no reproduction facilities.

No audiovisual equipment or electrical access will be available.

Detailed information

Stands: Posters will be hung on special panels provided by the conference organizers. 

Poster size: Posters must not be more than 130 cm wide x 90 cm high (landscape style).

You will be asked to hand in your poster when you register so that we can set up all of the posters
on Friday morning. However, you will be responsible for removing your poster at the end of the
evening. Conference staff will be available to help you.
